One of which is the pony barn which is now a phenomenal pool retreat with specimen plants and a free form pool that at first glance would appear to be a natural pond fed by a calming waterfall. The hundreds of flowers and shrub, gravel paths that meander to several Formal gardens and a Blueberry  Bushes.
